European Rafting Championships 2002





DATES:�3rd and 4th of October 2002 in Augsburg/GER - Eiskanal (h2h Sprint & Slalom).


5th  of October 2002 in Imst/Austria - River Inn





PARTICIPANTS: Eligible for participation are all IRF member nations with both 2 mens and 2 womens teams of 6+1 competitors. Deadline for entry is the 22nd of September 2002. The race will be held according to the IRF race rules in the current version.





ENTRY FEE: Euro 300.00 ea. Team (6+1, € 50.00 per competitor)





PROGRAMME: 


Saturday, 28th September – Training day 1  - River Inn in Austria from Imst of Haiming (50 Min.)


Sunday, 29th  September – Training day 2  - Augsburg/Eiskanal or River Inn/Austria 


Monday, 30th September - Training day 3  - Augsburg/Eiskanal or River Inn/Austria


Thuesday, 1st October - Training day 4  - Augsburg/Eiskanal or River Inn/Austria


Wednesday 2nd October Training day 5  - Augsburg/Eiskanal or River Inn/Austria





For any training we need to know what team wants to go where and when as we have to register all training runs in Austria with the local government and we have to bring the amount of rafts to the right place. Any transport of racers and rafts is up to each team. We are able to arrange transfers back to cars (start) in Austria for as low as 40 Euro each run for up to 8 Persons.





Thursday 3rd October (German national holiday “Day of reunification”) – Time trail & head to head Sprint - Augsburg/Eiskanal (10.00-15.00)


START: just below sluice gates left and right, FINISH: regular finish line at the end of channel.





Friday 4th October – Slalom - Augsburg/Eiskanal (10.00-15.00)


START: old start line 50m above sluice, FINISH: regular finish line at the end of channel.





Saturday 5th October  - Downriver - River Inn/Austria (13.00-17.00)


START: 200 m above the Inn bridge in Le-Mans-Start manner. Groups of 8 teams, FINISH: Village of Haiming-Magerbach, 13 km.


According to the number of teams we will have 3-4 mens groups and 1-2 women groups.


13.00 - start of group 1 (mens in position 24-17 overall so far) C-final.


14.00 - start of group 2 (mens in position 16-9 overall so far) B-final.


15.00 - start of group 3 (mens in position 8-1 overall so far) A-final.


16.00 - start of group 4 (womens in position 8-1 overall so far) A-final. If we need more groups then we will add groups at 12 and 11am and reschedule the time table.


18.00 overall prize giving, final party in Imst, indoor climbing hall.





Sunday 6th October – teams depart





NOTES:


18-20 Gomotex 14ft. self-bailing rafts will be provided from our friends from the Czech Republic. There will be no team branding allowed on rafts!


Please bring your own safety equipment according to the IRF rules and EN norms. Helmets EN 1385, life jackets EN 393 approved! No other equipment will be allowed. Failure will be punished with disqualification of the whole team. Team branding allowed on personal equipment.


The entry fee does not cover food and accommodation! Lunches are provided on race days.





There is free camping in Augsburg from September 29th to October 5th  in both tents and RV’s/Camper vehicles. Showers and changing rooms are provided in the BLZ center. 


Rooms are available in the surrounding pensions and hotels in Augsburg/Friedberg. Please contact us for reservations.


In Austria we arranged reasonable rooms at the Alpengasthof Plattenrain (110 beds) and the Stalderhut (30 beds). Price incl. Breakfast and Dinner is 25.00 Euros per Person. Please make reservations with us.


Captain’s meetings will be held every night in Augsburg, clubhouse Schwaben 7pm until 4th of October





PRIZE GIVING: There will be a prize giving ceremony with the IRF award medals after each event right at the race site. The overall prize giving will be held in Imst, most probably in the indoor climbing center.

Straight after prize giving and dinner at the Alpengasthof Plattenrain/Arzl/Tyrol (for competitors, officials and VIP’s only). 





DIRECTIONS:


By air: Ryanair (www.Ryanair.com) is offering cheap flights into Friedrichshafen (lake Bodenssee) via London. Friedrichshafen (city of the Zeppelin) is only 1,5 hours drive from Augsburg and Imst! Please check it out.


By land: Augsburg is very famous in the canoeing world and easy to find. Only 45 Minutes drive northwest from Munich airport. From Augsburg to Imst you choose this route. Augsburg>Landsberg>Schongau>Füssen (Neuschwanstein castle)>Imst>Pitztal>Arzl>Alpengasthof Plattenrain, 2 hours 30 minutes total.


From Friedrichshafen to Imst you drive Friedrichshafen>Bregenz>Feldkirch>Arlberg>Landeck (toll road) >Imst.
